43 members were welcomed to the clubhouse today. 

Rob himself has struggled with mental health & niow he 
is passionate in seeking to help others. The E/H budget 
is $600,000 per year. At present the only govt funding 
they get is $100,000 & this ends in December. E/H falls 
through the cracks with the NDIS as does nearly all  mental health care facilities. Only 11% of 
all mental health members are assisted by NDIS as they don’t fit the Govt requirements. Here 
is an amazing facility with amazing staff & an 
an amazing leader with the stats of hundreds 

of successful recoveries that the Govt     
chooses to ignore, year after. 

Rob has been very appreciative of the       
support they have received through Rotary. 
He is also very appreciative of the support of 
club members Sam Openshaw & Neil Porter. 

It is our hope that one day this group will 
receive a secure & worthwhile support for 

what they do.
